» be ableto passaUKCAAClass 1 medical examination
prior to commencement of training (Class 1 medical
certificates issued by a JAA member state may
qualify - please refer to the CAA website)

» satisfy any immigration requirements for
residential flight training in New Zealand and the
United Kingdom.

Assessment

This will normally involve one visit to our selection
centre at our Crew Training Centre - Dibden. Our
website will advise you of the current charges
involved in attending assessment. Your day will begin
with a presentation about CTC Wings iCP and provide
you with an opportunity to ask any questions you
may still have. The assessment includes aptitude

and numeracy tests as well as some group exercises.

The final stage of your day with us will involve an
honest, constructive feedback discussion on how you
have performed during assessment, enabling you to
make an informed decision about whether CTC Wings
iCP is the right route for you.
